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Some customers may complain about an air-/wind-type noise coming from the driver's door while driving approximately
30 mph or higher. This may be caused by poor door body sealing.

Driver's Door

Repair

1. Inspect the area shown above.
2. If sealant is missing, add a bead of sealant to the area above showing “Inadequate body sealer”.
3. Test drive the vehicle to confirm noise is no longer present.

a. No noise - Use vehicle color touchup paint to paint the added body sealant.
b. Noise is still there.
